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INTRODUCTION
Purpose:


The State of Delaware, Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Parks and Recreation is seeking qualified and competent concessionaire to operate a food service establishment to include light fare and grocery/convenience staples for the general public at the Indian River Marina located in Delaware Seashore State Park commencing on May 1, 2010.  Accordingly, this proposal is being issued by the Division of Parks and Recreation to encourage the widest possible interest in providing adequate and satisfactory services and to inform all interested parties of the requirements and conditions under which such operations will be conducted.  Contractual agreements will be negotiated with the person/persons or corporation(s) selected as the most qualified to provide these light fare and grocery/convenience store services.  A standard form concession contract is included in the exhibits for prospective concessionaires to review.

General Information and Characteristics:


The Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Parks and Recreation, is responsible for the operations and maintenance of Delaware’s State Parks and for providing facilities and programs for the public’s use and enjoyment of these areas.


These concession facilities are located at the Indian River Marina located on the north side of the Indian River Inlet at Delaware Seashore State Park, the third largest state park containing over 2638 acres. The Marina provides many convenient services for boaters and fisherman including wet slip rental, a large onsite facility for multi-seasonal storage of many size vessels, charter and headboat operations, fish cleaning services, bait & tackle, and fresh seafood sales, a 12 unit cottage complex and campground facility. It is located within minutes of the Atlantic Ocean and Inland Bays and has been renowned as some of the finest fishing grounds on the East Coast. With the opening of the new Indian River Inlet Bridge in July 2011, Delaware State Parks is anticipating that this addition will enhance the tourism of the Indian River area. 
DESCRIPTION OF FACILITIES AND SERVICES
Description of Store:


The building for the Indian River Marina food service concession operation is approximately 1,400 square feet (35’x 40’) with an outside usable deck area of approximately 1,100 square feet. The exterior deck/plaza area is trapezoidal in shape with a pergola on the western edge of the concession operation. This building does not have traditional cooking equipment but could have outdoor grill capabilities.
Reason for Services:


The principal purpose in granting concessions in park areas administered by the Division is to provide visitors and patrons with such services and accommodations as may be appropriate or necessary for their full use and enjoyment of such areas and their facilities.  Accordingly, the concession service herein described shall be conducted under the supervision of the Division of Parks and Recreation, with that objective in mind.  The concessionaire will be required to provide sufficient service, which in the judgment of the Division of Parks and Recreation; the visiting public may reasonably expect in connection with the operation of the light fare and grocery/convenience store concessions at the Indian River Marina.

Light Fare and Grocery/Convenience Store Services:


The concessionaire will be required to furnish the public with light fare and grocery/convenience staples and beverage concessions for sale such as alcoholic beverages (if license is obtained), non-alcoholic beverages, grocery staples and any other refreshments necessary to carry on the business in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the contract.  No tobacco products shall be sold on the premises.  All food and beverage must be served in recyclable containers.  Beverage vending machines are on a separate contract and will not be included in this concession operation.  The concessionaire will be required to withdraw from sale any items disapproved by the Division.  State park souvenir and gift items, such as tee shirts, hats, etc. will be sold only by the Division and shall not be included with this contract unless approval is granted for consignment sales or other arrangements, as agreed upon by the Division and concessionaire. With the approval of the Division, concessionaire will also have the ability to sell tee shirts with the name and logo of the store. Any printed advertising shall include the correct name and location of the operation, i.e., name of the store @ Indian River Marina. These services shall be available to the public according to the following minimum schedule:


Indian River Marina:

In Season:
Seven (7) days per week, from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day, including holidays, from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on weekdays and 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on weekends 

Off Season:
8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Contingent upon weather conditions and business to be determined by the Marina Manager.


Concession hours are contingent on weather conditions and business to be determined by the Marina Manager.  Concessionaire will contact the Marina Manager prior to canceling service for the day and receive his or her permission to cancel service.     
Fixtures and Equipment:


The concessionaire will be required to furnish and install the necessary equipment, if not provided,(drink dispensers, grill table etc.) at the concession location for the preparation, display and storage of merchandise sales items in order to provide the specified light fare and grocery/convenience store services.  The concessionaire must also furnish and use a cash register with a cumulating total to record all customer sales and receipts collected or an approved POS system.  All of the equipment and fixtures used in the concession operation shall be subject to approval by the Division, the Division of Public Health and the State Fire Marshal, if applicable, as to their workability, appearance, appropriateness, and compliance with codes. All outdoor furniture must be aesthetically designed to fit into the Marina environment. (See enclosed layout of building depicting equipment installed by the Division)

If any alterations, modifications, additions or improvements of the licensed premises and facilities are desired by the successful applicant, a request first must be submitted to the Division for approval and work shall not commence until receiving the Division's approval and consent.  All costs for any approved alterations, modifications, additions, or improvements shall be the responsibility of the concessionaire unless the Division consents to share a portion of said costs or provide necessary materials and/or labor.  All applicants shall submit a proposed layout of the operation and a description of any alterations or modifications which are contemplated to set up the operation. 
Utilities:


Electricity, telephone and/or other utilities used in the operations will be at the concessionaire’s expense.  The concessionaire will be required to make independent arrangements for service with the area’s utility companies with the exception of water and waste water disposal which are furnished by the Division.  Electrical usage will be sub-metered with the Division paying the utility and the concessionaire reimbursing the Division based on sub-meter readings.
Trash Removal:

The concessionaire shall provide trash cans inside the concession area and will be responsible for depositing the trash in the park’s dumpster at the end of each day of operation and for maintaining the concession areas in a clean and presentable condition.
Parking:


Parking spaces for the concession operator and their employees will be assigned by the Marina Manager.
CONCESSION CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Terms of Contract:


The term of the light fare and grocery/convenience store concession contract(s) for Indian River Marina – Delaware Seashore State Park shall be for three (3) summer seasons, commencing on March 1, 2010 and ending on February 28, 2013.  The Division reserves the right to renegotiate and renew the contract for an additional three (3) seasons, commencing on March 1, 2013 and ending on February 29, 2016. The Division reserves the right to renegotiate and renew the contract for an additional four (4) seasons, not to exceed ten (10) seasons, based upon the successful completion of the terms and conditions contained herein by the concessionaire.

License Fee:

The license fees to be paid by the concessionaire for these light fare and grocery/convenience store operations shall be a guaranteed annual fee, payable in equal installments on July 15 and August 15 of each year; or 15% of the total gross receipts, whichever amount is greater, and as such, shall represent a fair and reasonable return to the Division for the privilege of conducting business in State facilities and park areas. If the percentage of the total gross receipts is greater than the guaranteed annual license fee, the concessionaire will be required to pay the additional amount to the Division on or before October 31 of each year.

The concessionaire agrees to submit a weekly receipts report, including cash register “Z” tape or any standard POS system, covering all operations to the Marina Manager plus a tabulated annual gross receipts report for the period of operation on or before October 31 of each year.


The minimum annual license fees the concessionaire is required to pay the Division for these concession operations are:

No offer will be considered which provides for less than the above stated annual fees; however, the applicants may offer more as provided on the offer form. 

An increase in the annual license for any extended years of the contract will be negotiated with the successful bidder and will be a percentage based on the Consumer Price Index and upon the concessionaire’s prior experience.
 
Performance Guarantee:


The licensee shall furnish and keep in full force and effect, during the term of the contract, a performance guarantee made payable to the Division, in the amount of the concessionaire’s annual license fee conditioned upon the full performance of all terms and conditions in the contract.  The performance guarantee shall either be a cash deposit, surety bond, certificate of deposit, passbook savings account, automatically renewable irrevocable letter of credit, or another form acceptable to the Division.  
Accounting System and Reports:


The concessionaire will be required to adhere to an accounting system prescribed by the Division.  This system will require the concessionaire to furnish and use a cash register or POS system with a cumulating total to record all customer sales and receipts collected.  Another requirement of the contract will be the submission annually of a financial report as prescribed by the Division covering all operations conducted pursuant to the contract.  In addition, an authorized weekly report provided by the concessionaire shall be transmitted electronically to the Marina Manager.  The Division or authorized representatives shall have access to, and the right to inspect and examine any and all records of the concessionaire relating to the operations under the contract.  An audit will be conducted at least once during the term of the contract.  In the event of a discrepancy, the concessionaire will be accountable for any and all unreported revenues and for reasonable attorney fees if necessary to rectify such under reporting plus any other expenses incurred by the Division in identifying or collecting such revenue.
Charges to the Public:


The Division of Parks and Recreation shall exercise the authority over rates charged for merchandise and services in a manner consistent with a reasonable opportunity for the concessionaire to realize a profit on their operation as a whole, commensurate with the investment and obligation assumed.  In establishing,  approving and disapproving rates, primary consideration will be given to the prices charged for similar classes of services furnished outside the areas administered by the Division of Parks and Recreation under similar conditions, with due regard being given to such other factors as may be deemed significant.  The principal objective of such controls is to assure the public of satisfactory service and quality equipment and merchandise at reasonable rates.  A schedule of anticipated rates to be charged for all services and products is to be included with the offer.  The Concessionaire agrees to reduce any rate or charge deemed by the Division to be unreasonable or excessive. 
Inspection:


The Director of the Division of Parks and Recreation, through his designated representatives, will maintain a continuing inspection service to determine that the concessionaire is complying with all provisions of the concession contract.  The inspection will include, but not be limited to, the quality of the service rendered and the prices charged to the public, general appearance and maintenance of the concession area and facilities, nature and quality of the merchandise offered for sale to the public, neatness and courtesy of employees, and nondiscrimination policies of the concessionaire with relation to both employment and service to the public.  The concessionaire and their employees will be required to adhere to the park rules and regulations of the Delaware State Parks, and to cooperate with the Division of Parks and Recreation in meeting the reasonable demands of the public.  However, neither the Department nor the Division, in undertaking to conduct inspections as outlined above, shall be deemed to be guaranteeing the safety and/or reliability of the concessionaire’s operation with regard to services rendered or merchandise or equipment offered to the public.  Further, neither the Department nor the Division, in requiring certain minimum standards of performance and equipment as set forth herein, shall be deemed to be exercising supervisory control over the day-to-day activities or operations of said concessionaire, whose relationship to the Department or Division shall be that of an independent contractor. Said Division inspections shall not be in lieu of, but rather in addition to necessary inspections by regulatory authorities having  jurisdiction over operations such as the Division of  Public Health and if applicable, State Fire Marshal.
Personnel:


The concessionaire shall be responsible for hiring of necessary employees in order to properly conduct the concession operation.  Any employee in charge of a concession operation shall be at least 21 years old in order to meet the guidelines established by the Delaware Alcohol Beverage Commission.  The concessionaire shall comply with the requirements of all Federal and State laws/regulations as they pertain to this operation; i.e., equal employment guidelines, workman’s compensation, public health, child labor, etc.  Employees will observe all applicable rules and regulations and exercise courtesy and consideration in their relations with the public.  The concessionaire shall require employees who come in contact with the public to wear a uniform (shirt/hat) or badge to identify they are employees of the concessionaire.  The concessionaire shall not employ any person declared by the Division to be unfit for such employment or otherwise objectionable.

Discrimination:


No person or group shall be excluded from participation, denied any benefits, or subjected to discrimination by the concessionaire on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, sexual preference, age, or disability, in accordance with all applicable State and Federal laws and regulations.

Liability Insurance:


The applicant selected by the Division will be required to take out and maintain workman’s compensation insurance and public liability insurance as will protect the applicant and their officers and employees, the State of Delaware and the Division from any claims for personal injuries, including death, and property damage arising out of a casualty such as fire, or occurring or caused by the operation of this concession service by the applicant or anyone directly or indirectly employed by said applicant while on the job, by agents of the applicant, or otherwise arising out of these concession operations.  All required insurance must be in effect and continue so during the term of the contract and shall be endorsed to cover “occurrences” in an amount not less than $1,000,000.00.  Said policies shall not name the State of Delaware or the Division as additional insured.
Transferability of Concession Contract:


Any concession contract awarded as the result of this solicitation shall no be deemed to be transferable or assignable either directly or indirectly to any other entity without the written approval of the Division.  Neither any such concession contract nor any rights acquired hereunder may be pledged or in any way offered as a security or guarantee by the Concessionaire without the written approval of the Division.

Violation

Upon failure of the concession operator to provide adequate service to the public or operate the concession service in a satisfactory manner, as determined by the Division, at its sole discretion, or to comply with any of the provisions or conditions of the concession contract, federal, state or local laws or any rule, regulation or order of the Division affecting the operation or the premises in regard to any and all matters, then after 30 days of the giving of written notice to the concession operator, the concession contract may be suspended or terminated at the option of the Division, such suspension or termination to immediately become effective on the mailing thereof. Any concession contract fees accrued at date of termination shall immediately become due and payable to the Division.

Should the concession operator be convicted of a crime related to or affecting the operation of the concession, the Division may terminate the concession contract by notice in writing immediately. 

In the event this concession contract  terminates as aforesaid for any violation, all rights of the concession operator therein shall be forfeited without any claims for damage, compensation, refund of its investment, if any, or any other payment whatsoever against the Division or the State. Any property of the concession operator within said contract area may be held by the Division until all indebtedness of the concession operator hereunder at any time of termination of the concession contract is paid in full.
Facility Site Inspections:


Applicants should visit the site of the light fare and grocery/convenience store services at the Indian River Marina to familiarize themselves with physical conditions and limitations involved and to become acquainted with the existing concession facility and the operation contemplated.  In submitting an application, the prospective concessionaire warrants that they have investigated the conditions to be encountered for performing the concession operation including the character, quality and amount of service to be performed, the materials, equipment, and facilities to be furnished, and the requirements of the specifications and contract.

Required Permits and Licenses:


The concessionaire selected for this operation shall obtain and maintain during the term of the contract, at its own cost and expense, all permits and licenses necessary to operate the business conducted hereunder. These include, but may not be limited to, a valid State of Delaware Business License and a Food Establishment Permit issued by Division of Public Health for the sale of food. The concessionaire also has the opportunity to seek and utilize a license issued by the Delaware Alcohol Beverage Commission to sell beer and wine by the glass on the premises at the Indian River Marina. 
CONCESSION OFFER


The Division of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Parks and Recreation reserves the right to consider and evaluate only those offers submitted which meet the basic criteria and specifications as described herein. The Division of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Parks and Recreation reserves the right to waive technicalities, to reject any and all offers, to advertise for new proposals, to proceed to operate otherwise or to abandon the operation, if in the judgment of the Division the best interest of the State will be promoted thereby.

Submission of Offers:


The attached offer forms are to be used in applying for the concession and are to be placed in a sealed envelope, clearly marked “Light Fare and Grocery/Convenience Store Services, Delaware State Parks” and submitted to the Division of Parks and Recreation, Attention:  Office of Business Services, 89 Kings Highway, Dover, DE  19901 prior to 3:00 p.m. on January 22, 2010.  You must use this full address and mark the envelope as directed to insure proper delivery.  Any offers received after the specified date and time will be returned.  All offers received will be evaluated promptly thereafter and a decision on the contract awards will be made within (10) working days from the date of receiving offers.


More than one offer for an individual operation from a prospective concessionaire under the same or different name will not be considered.  All applicant(s) shall submit the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit properly executed which is to be submitted as part of the offer.

Additional Bid Guarantee


No offer will be considered unless the applicant submits a certified check drawn on a reputable banking institution, payable to the Division of Parks and Recreation, in the sum of $2,500.00.  This certified check is required as a cash deposit to guarantee the applicant’s performance of the terms and provisions of said contract and is to be submitted along with the offer and application forms.  The Division reserves the right to retain all or a portion of the deposit if the applicant fails to execute the awarded contract.  Upon award of the contract, the $2,500.00 deposit of the successful applicant will be retained by the Division of Parks and Recreation and may, at the option of the Division if all other obligations have been met, be credited towards the contract’s final annual license fee payment for the first year of operation.  The deposits of all other applicants will be returned immediately after the contract has been awarded.

Data to Accompany Offer:


Each applicant must file the following items along with the offer:
· Complete financial statement 
· Completed questionnaire on the forms attached to this proposal in such detail as to facilitate comprehensive analysis
· Business and marketing plan

· Statement of the applicant’s financial condition in the form of a balance sheet
· Evidence of their related food service experience

· Menu which includes pricing for all products and services offered

· Envisioned convenience items for sale

· Proposed layout of operation

· Proposed operating hours

· Business and personal references
· If the applicant is, or is to be, a newly formed corporation within the last three (3) years, a financial statement relating thereto should accompany the offer showing the amount of capital pledged or paid in by the stockholders together with personal financial statements and business and personal references of the individual stockholders
· If the applicant is a partnership or other business entity must provide sufficient financial information to enable the Division to make a reasonably informed judgment concerning the financial ability of the applicant to provide the appropriate services and its authority to do business in the State of Delaware
· Evidence of the applicant’s financial ability to meet these requirements together with details as to any proposed financing arrangements.  The successful applicant must be prepared to show written commitments to support such financial arrangements.  
Failure to provide complete information will be sufficient grounds to reject any offer. The applicant should include any additional data they consider pertinent to the evaluation of their offer.

Selection of Successful Applicants:


In making a final selection, the Division will evaluate the applicant’s current qualifications, performance data and license fee offered and then rank in order of preference the applicants deemed to be submitting the best individual or combined offer and qualified to perform the required light fare and grocery/convenience store services offer described herein.  The following criteria will be utilized in evaluating and ranking the applicants under consideration:

· Experience and expertise in operating this type of concession

· Capacity to meet requirements

· Proposed license fee

· Location (geographical)

· Overall quality and completeness of proposal

· Public health certification process
· If in the food service business, recent public health inspection results

· Experience with the State of Delaware Alcohol Licensing Procedures


The Division will also consider the applicant’s proposed operation including; a description of the services to be provided, menu, pricing for the products and services, and the layout of the facility in making its selection to award the contract. 

The Division will conduct an independent survey of each applicant’s background and experience in such detail as it considers necessary to determine their ability to make the required investment, general competence to operate the concession(s) in a satisfactory manner, and their equal employment opportunity posture.

WHEREAS, the State of Delaware has provided certain facilities for the use and benefit of the public in areas under the administration of the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Parks and Recreation, and

WHEREAS, the Division of Parks and Recreation desires the Licensee to provide Light Fare & Grocery/Convenience Store Services at Indian River Marina, Delaware Seashore State Park  in such a manner and to approved standards as will provide maximum use and service to and for the general public, service being the essence of this agreement, and

WHEREAS, the Licensee desires to obtain permission to operate said Light Fare & Grocery/Convenience Store Services,

Now, THEREFORE, for the purpose of providing these services, the following license is granted in accordance with the provisions set forth in the prospectus, Contract No. DSSP-1-2010 and herein,

hereinafter referred to as the Licensee, and the Licensee hereby accepts from the Department, a license to operate the light fare & grocery/convenience store services at Indian River Marina, Delaware Seashore State Park in Rehoboth, DE for the period beginning on (date), and ending the (date), both days inclusive.

In consideration of the covenants hereinafter contained but subject to the Laws of the State of Delaware and applicable orders, rules and regulations of the Department thereof now in existence or which may hereinafter be enacted; the parties hereto agree to set forth herein.


SECTION I - ADMINISTRATION

EXTENSION OPTION:

Based upon the successful completion of the terms and conditions contained herein, the Division reserves the right with mutual consent of the Licensee to extend or renegotiate the terms and conditions of this contract for additional years, not to exceed five (5). 

FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT:

Facilities and equipment will be furnished as follows:


LIGHT FARE & GROCERY/CONVENIENCE STORE SERVICES:


A.
By the Department:

The building for the Indian River Marina food service concession operation is approximately 1,400 square feet (35’x 40’) with an outside usable deck area of approximately 1,100 square feet. The exterior deck/plaza area is trapezoidal in shape with a pergola on the western edge of the concession operation. This building does not have traditional cooking equipment but could have outdoor grill capabilities.


B.
By the Licensee:



The Licensee will furnish and install any additional necessary



equipment not provided by the Department at the concession 



locations for the preparation, display and storage of merchandise 



sales items and the necessary supplies in order to provide the 

specified light fare & grocery/convenience store services granted to them under this license including cash registers with a cumulating total.

NO LEASE:

It is expressly understood and agreed that no building space or building, or any part of the concession premises, is leased to the Licensee, but that during the term of the license, the Licensee shall have the use of the concession premises, as herein provided; and that the Licensee has the right to occupy the space assigned to it and to operate the concession herein granted to it and to continue in possession thereof only so long as each and every provision and condition herein contained is properly complied with.

TIMELY SUBMISSIONS:

License and percentage fees, insurance policies, performance guarantees,  interest payments and any other documents, submissions, or payments which may be required from this Agreement shall be promptly submitted by Licensee to Department agents or representatives who may be identified from time to time in writing by the Department. 

CONTRACT FEE:
The Licensee, as a fee for the license and concession rights herein granted, agrees to pay to the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control, Division of Parks and Recreation, 89 Kings Highway, Dover, DE 19901, annual license fees as follows:

or  15% of gross receipts, whichever is greater.  Total gross receipts will not include employee purchases given a % discount on food and beverage items.

The annual license fees shall be due in two equal installments on July 15 and August 15 of each year.  If the percent of total gross receipts using the above figures is greater than the annual license fee, the Licensee agrees to pay the additional amount based on % of total gross receipts to the Department on or before October 31 of each year.

The Licensee agrees to submit a weekly receipts report, including cash register "Z" tape, covering all operations under this agreement to the Marina Manager, plus a tabulated annual gross receipts report for the period of operation on or before October 31 of each year.

PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE:

The Licensee shall furnish and keep in full force and effect, during the term of the contract, a performance guarantee made payable to the Department, in the amount of the concessionaire's annual license fee conditioned for the full performance of all terms and conditions contained in the contract.  The performance guarantee shall either be a cash deposit, surety bond, certificate of deposit, passbook savings account, automatically renewable irrevocable letter of credit, or another form acceptable to the Department.  Said amount is not subject to increase but shall remain constant throughout the terms of the contract.

ACCOUNTS AND AUDIT:

The Licensee agrees to maintain the books of account and records of all operations and to establish systems of bookkeeping and accounting in a manner satisfactory to the Department and to permit an inspection of said books and records by the Department and the State Auditor's Office as often as in the judgment of the Department such inspection is deemed necessary.  The Department will conduct an audit at least once during the term of the contract. In the event of a discrepancy, the concessionaire will be made accountable for any and all unreported revenues and for reasonable attorney fees if necessary to rectify such under reporting plus any other expenses incurred by the Department in identifying or collecting such revenue.

The Licensee also agrees to submit an annual financial statement no later the April 30th, which includes a listing of all gross receipts/sales and expenses, and copies of the monthly gross receipts tax, as reported to the State of Delaware, for the preceding year of operation.

TAXES AND PERMITS:

The Licensee shall pay all State and Federal taxes and/or other license fees which may be imposed or legally chargeable, and obtain all necessary permits and licenses at its own cost and expense, as a result of operating the business conducted hereunder.

CONCESSION FRANCHISE:

So long as the Licensee shall faithfully conform to all the provisions herein, it shall have exclusive franchise for providing the light fare & grocery/convenience store services as heretofore described at the Indian River Marina, Delaware Seashore State Park.   

ASSIGNABILITY:

The Licensee shall not sell, mortgage, rent, assign, or parcel out the Licensee hereby granted, or any interest therein, or allow or permit any other person or party to use or occupy any part of the premises or spaces covered by this license for any purpose whatsoever; nor shall the license be transferred by operation of law, it being the purpose and spirit of this instrument to grant this license and privilege personally and solely to the Licensee herein named.

INSPECTION:

The Licensee agrees that at all times free access will be given to authorized representatives of the Department and other county, state or federal officials having jurisdiction for inspection purposes.  Department representatives will conduct periodic site inspections of the concession operation and assigned facilities.  The Licensee further agrees that if notified by the Department or its authorized representatives that any part of the licensed premises or the facilities thereof is unsatisfactory, the Licensee will remedy the same within five (5) working days, or a reasonable time period agreed upon between the Department and the Licensee.  Should the Licensee fail to do so, the Department may remedy the same and pay cost of such remediation from the $2,500.00 cash maintenance deposit provided by the Licensee.

UTILITIES:

The Licensee shall pay for all operational costs of electric current, heat, telephone and other utilities used in or about the concession operations. Under the Department’s Carry-In, Carry-Out program, the Licensee shall provide trash cans inside the concession area and shall be responsible for collection of all rubbish, refuse, garbage and debris collected within the concession facilities. The Licensee will be responsible for removing the trash from the concession facilities and depositing it into the park’s dumpster.  The Department will furnish water and waste water disposal for the facilities and services licensed in the contract.

FACILITY SITE INSPECTION:

Licensee has visited the site of the concession services located within the Indian River Marina, Delaware Seashore State Park and is familiar with the physical conditions and limitations involved.  Licensee warrants that they have investigated the conditions to be encountered for performing the concession operation including character, quality and amount of service to be performed, the materials, equipment, and facilities to be furnished, and the requirements of the specifications and contract.  

PARKING:

Parking spaces for the concession operator and their employees will be assigned by the Marina Manager.

SECTION II -- INSURANCE AND BOND

LIABILITY FOR ACCIDENTS:

The Licensee expressly agrees to hold the State of Delaware, the Department, and any of its employees harmless from any and all claims arising out of any violation by the Licensee of any law, rule, regulations or order, and from any and all claims for loss, damage or injury to persons or property of whatever kind or nature arising from the operation of this license by the Licensee, or from the negligence or carelessness of employees of the Licensee while on the job.  The Licensee expressly agrees to indemnify the State of Delaware, the Department or any of its employees to the extent of any recoveries against them individually and/or jointly arising from same.

The Licensee shall, as a condition precedent to this agreement taking effect, before assuming any rights hereunder, at their own cost and expense, purchase and maintain such insurance during the term of the license as will protect the Licensee from claims under the Workman's Compensation Act, and shall also take out and maintain such public liability insurance as will protect the Licensee, the State of Delaware, the Department, and their officers and employees, from any claims for personal injuries, including death, and property damage arising out of, or occurring or caused by operation under this 

license by the Licensee or anyone directly or indirectly employed by said Licensee while on the job, by agents of the Licensee, or otherwise arising out of this license.  Such policies shall be endorsed to cover "occurrences," and not merely "accidents."  All required insurance must be in effect and continue so during the term of the license in not less than the following amounts:

The policies shall provide, at a minimum, the amount of insurance coverage mentioned above. The Licensee may obtain greater coverage limits at their own discretion.  The policies shall be submitted to the Department for approval.  Upon approval, each policy shall be returned to Licensee and a certificate of insurance thereof shall be delivered to the Department.  Each policy and certificate shall be endorsed thereon:  "No cancellation of or change to this policy shall become effective until after ten (10) days written notice by Registered Mail to the Department."  The Licensee expressively agrees that its purchase of insurance coverage of the type and amounts specified above, or of greater amounts, shall not be construed as limiting Licensee's duty of their officers or employees as provided herein-above.

If at any time any of said policies shall be or become unsatisfactory to the Department as to form or substance, or if any company issuing any such policies shall become unsatisfactory to the Department, the Licensee shall promptly obtain a new policy, submit the same to the Department for approval, and submit a certificate thereof as provided herein.  Upon failure of the Licensee to furnish, deliver, and maintain such insurance as above provided, this license may, at the election of the Department, be forthwith declared suspended, discontinued, or terminated and any and all payments made by Licensee on account of this license shall thereupon be retained by the Department.  The Department cannot be named as “additional insured” on any of said insurance policies. Nothing contained herein shall be construed or deemed to be a waiver of the Sovereign Immunity of the State of Delaware.


SECTION III -- OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE

CONVENIENCE AND BENEFIT OF THE PUBLIC:

Licensee understands and agrees that this Concession Agreement and the operations hereunder are provided first and foremost for the convenience, benefit and enjoyment of the public. Licensee acknowledges that the quality of its services to the public is essential to the satisfactory performance of this Agreement. To this end, Licensee shall maintain the light fare & grocery/convenience store operation and any equipment included under this Agreement in an attractive, safe, operable, sanitary and inviting condition at all times, including entrances and exits.  It is the intent and agreement of the Department and Licensee that first class, top quality standards consistent with the operation of premium light fare & grocery/convenience store operation shall be diligently adhered to and implemented by Licensee so as to reflect positively on the reputation of Licensee and the State of Delaware Parks.

Licensee agrees and warrants that all services and items sold or kept for sale at the light fare & grocery/convenience store operation pursuant to this Agreement shall be of the highest quality and standards, and must conform in all respects to federal, state, county and municipal laws, ordinances and regulations. All goods and services offered for sale must be in good taste and considered appropriate proper and consistent with the State Park’s policies, missions and responsibilities to its patrons.  Service shall at all times be prompt, courteous and efficient and shall be provided without discrimination.  In the event that in the sole judgment of the Department any goods or services offered by Licensee are inconsistent with the image, policies or reputation of the Delaware State Parks or are otherwise deemed unsuitable, the Department may require Licensee to cease offering and selling such goods or services immediately and Licensee agrees to promptly comply with any such directions from the Department.

PRICES, RATES AND CHARGES:

The Licensee shall display in a conspicuous place at the concession area, a neat and legible sign listing all public services and products offered by the light fare & grocery/convenience store concessions and the prices to be charged for each service or product.  This price list shall be submitted to the Department before the beginning of operation with a schedule of the services to be offered and the prices to be charged for each service.  The Licensee agrees to offer only such services and merchandise at such prices as have been approved by the Department.

In approving rates, primary consideration will be given to the prices charged for similar classes of services and merchandise furnished outside the areas administered by the Department under similar conditions.

The Licensee shall offer a discount on food and beverage items to any Division employee in uniform, i.e. interpreters, rangers, etc.

ITEMS FOR SALE AND SERVICE:

The Licensee may, upon compliance by them with all the provisions herein, offer the following services and items for sale:

Alcoholic beverages (if license is obtained), non-alcoholic beverages, grocery staples and any other refreshments necessary to provide the light fare & grocery/convenience store services.

DISAPPROVAL OF ITEMS:

The Licensee agrees to withdraw from sale or rent any items disapproved by the Department, such as State Park souvenirs (hats, tee shirts, etc.).  No tobacco products shall be sold on the premises.

OPERATING SCHEDULE:

The Licensee agrees to operate the concession service in accordance with the following minimum schedule:

In Season:
Seven (7) days per week, from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day, including holidays, from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on weekdays and 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on weekends 

Off Season:
8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Contingent upon weather conditions and business to be determined by the Marina Manager.


Concession hours are contingent on weather conditions and business to be determined by the Marina Manager.  Concessionaire will contact the Marina Manager prior to canceling service for the day and receive his or her permission to cancel service.     
The Licensee shall post the hours of operation in a conspicuous place in the concession area.  The Licensee shall have the right to make written application to the Department for a change in the hours of operation, which, upon approval, shall become the temporary hours of operation of the concession.  Concession hours may be contingent on weather conditions and attendance to be determined by the Marina Manager.  The Licensee will contact the Marina Manager and receive his or her permission prior to canceling service for the day.  The Department reserves the right to revoke the contract of the Licensee if they do not adhere to the schedule of operations.

FEE NOT AFFECTED:

The Department reserves the right to enlarge, close or reduce the size of any area for purposes of improvement, repair, construction or any other legitimate purpose.  The Department reserves the right to periodically close the facility for the purpose of general maintenance, painting, etc. when necessary.  It is understood that any of the above actions will not entitle the Licensee to any reduction or suspension of the contract fee unless otherwise approved by the Department.

PROTECTION OF PROPERTY:

The Licensee shall protect all State property from damage by themselves, their employees, the public, or the elements, insofar as it is possible to do so.  It is further understood that the State of Delaware, the Department or any of its employees shall not be responsible for any of the Licensee's property.

EMERGENCY:

The Division and Licensee or their designated agent shall be available by phone and/or pager twenty-four (24) hours a day, seven days a week for emergencies during the entire term of the contract.  Information on how to contact the Licensee or their designee is to be provided to the Marina Manager.

DAMAGE TO PREMISES:

In the event State property or facilities are damaged in any way whatsoever by reason of any act or omission of the Licensee or its employees, then the license shall continue in full force and effect and the Licensee shall repair at its own cost and expense the facility or property so damaged.  Upon the failure of the Licensee to make such repairs within five (5) working days or a reasonable time period agreed upon by the Department and the Licensee, the Department may repair such damage at the cost and expense of the Licensee.

SANITATION:

The Licensee shall see that the premises occupied under this license are maintained in a safe, clean and sanitary condition, conforming to all rules and regulations pertaining to sanitation and safety as written the Delaware Food Code and administered by the Delaware Division of Public Health.   

 

All rubbish, refuse, garbage and debris collected by the Licensee shall be deposited in containers.  The Licensee shall provide containers within the concession area for the public's use and be responsible for daily trash removal. 

The Department reserves the right to assess the Licensee with a cleaning fee based upon a local professional cleaning service price quotation if the facility has not been steam cleaned and left in a condition unsatisfactory to Department standards at the end of each summer season.

KNOWLEDGE OF ALL APPLICABLE LAWS, RULES AND REGULATIONS:
The Licensee will keep themselves fully informed and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations in any manner affecting their operation under this agreement, and of all orders and decrees of bodies and tribunals having jurisdiction of authority over the same.  The Licensee will have an obligation to promote and support park rules and regulations.  They will protect the State against any claim or liability arising from or based upon the violation of any such law, ordinance, regulation, order or decree whether by themselves or their employees.

SMOKING PROHIBITED:

Smoking is prohibited in State owned facilities.

ALTERATIONS:

If any alterations, modifications, additions or improvements of the licensed premises and facilities are desired by the Licensee, the Licensee shall first submit plans and specifications therefore to the Department for approval, and no alterations, modifications, additions and/or improvements shall be made or work commence without first obtaining the Department's written approval and consent.  All costs for any approved work shall be the responsibility of the Licensee unless the Department consents to share a portion of said costs or provide necessary materials and/or labor.

MAINTENANCE OF GROUNDS, BUILDINGS AND FACILITIES:

The responsibility for the maintenance of all buildings, grounds, facilities and equipment furnished by the Department and designated for use under this license shall be as follows:


A.
By the Department:



Major utility and structural repairs and exterior maintenance to buildings



and facilities, including capital improvements, extensive renovation and



exterior painting.


B.
By the Licensee:

Daily trash removal, cleaning and janitorial service of the sales area, and 

other building space assigned to the Licensee.  

Yearly steam cleaning of exhaust hood, chimney, floors, walls and all other assigned space.  Thorough yearly cleaning of counters, wall fixtures and all equipment to remove the built up grease and grime.  



Regular collection of litter, garbage, and refuse from the grounds and 



buildings assigned to or used by the Licensee.



Repairs and maintenance to interior building fixtures and utilities. (locks,



light bulbs, water faucets, etc.)

ADVERTISING:

The Licensee agrees not to use signs or any other means of soliciting business, without the approval of the Department, and agrees not to advertise said license in any manner or form on or about the premises licensed to it, or elsewhere, or in any newspaper or otherwise, without such approval.  Any printed advertising shall include the correct name and location of the operation, i.e., Indian River Marina, Delaware Seashore State Park.  The Licensee agrees that a copy of the advertisement will be sent to the Department.

CONCESSION SIGNS:

The Department, through their authorized agents, reserves the right to prohibit the erection, display or use of signs which are not in keeping with the park area.  Permission must be granted by the Department or their authorized agents prior to the erection, display or use of signs.  The Department also reserves the right to designate the type, size, wording, color and number of signs requested by the Licensee.

DISCRIMINATION:

No person or group shall be excluded from participation, denied any benefits, or subjected to discrimination by the Licensee on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, sexual preference, or disability in accordance with all applicable State and Federal laws and regulations.


SECTION IV -- EMPLOYEES

PERSONNEL:

The Licensee will personally operate and manage said license and employ such personnel satisfactory to the Department.  Any employee in charge of the operation shall be at least 18 years of age.  The Licensee agrees to replace said personnel or any employee, whenever requested by the Department upon unsatisfactory performance and due cause being shown.  The Licensee agrees to have a sufficient number of personnel on duty at such licensed areas for the proper operation of this license.
STANDARDS OF EMPLOYEE PERFORMANCE:

The Licensee will employ only competent, mature and orderly employees and they and their employees will keep themselves neat and clean and will be courteous to all guests and patrons of the park.  The Licensee and their employees will not use improper language, behave in a boisterous manner or engage in any unlawful or unbecoming conduct during the course of their employment by the Licensee.  Licensee should provide employee training and guidelines covering customer service.

NO DISCRIMINATION:

The Licensee expressly agrees, under summary cancellation of this license, to operate the concession license without discrimination as to race, creed or color, national origin, religion, sex, sexual orientation, age, or disability in accordance with all applicable State and Federal laws and regulations, and in compliance with the provisions set forth in the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Laws of the State of Delaware.


SECTION V -- TERMINATION

TERMINATION IN CASE OF FIRE OR ACT OF GOD:

If the facilities or equipment used by the Licensee shall be damaged or destroyed by fire, Act of God, or otherwise, so that same cannot be used for the purpose herein, then in that event, at the option of the Department this license shall terminate and each party shall be released from further obligations hereunder and the license fee shall be prorated for the period of operation.

VIOLATIONS:

Upon failure of the Licensee to provide adequate service to the public or operate the license herein granted in a satisfactory manner, as determined by the Department alone, or to comply with any of the provisions or conditions of this agreement, federal, state or local laws or any rule, regulation or order of the Department affecting the license or the licensed premises in regard to any and all matters, then after 30 days of the giving of written notice to the Licensee, this license may be suspended or termination at the option of the Department, such suspension or termination to immediately become effective on the mailing thereof.  Any contract fees accrued at date of termination shall immediately become due and payable to the Department.

Should the Licensee be convicted of a crime related to or affecting the operation of the concession, the Department may terminate this license by notice in writing immediately effective on mailing. 

In the event this license terminates as aforesaid for any violation, all rights of the Licensee therein shall be forfeited without any claims for damage, compensation, refund of its investment, if any, or any other payment whatsoever against the Department or the State.

In the event this license terminates as aforesaid, any property of the Licensee within said license area may be held by the Department until all indebtedness of the Licensee hereunder at any time of termination of this license is paid in full.

RELIEF:
The Licensee, may, in the discretion of the Department, be relieved in whole or in part of any or all of the obligations of this agreement for such stated periods of time as the Department may deem proper upon written application showing circumstances beyond the Licensee's control warranting such relief.  In the event of early termination of this contract, requests for reimbursement of license fees or security deposit will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis and/or refunded at the Department's discretion.

DEPARTMENT MANAGEMENT POLICIES:

In the event that the Licensee encounters any operating problems concerning this contract their first obligation is to contact the Marina Manager.  If the problem cannot be resolved through the Marina Manager, the Division Office of Business Services Chief will be the next level of contact.  Third level contact is the Parks Operations Manager and finally the Division Director.  The Licensee shall not act in any way contrary to the interests of the Department.

EXPIRATION:

Upon expiration of the license period, Licensee shall remove all equipment and inventory furnished by them provided all license fees have been paid.  Any equipment, inventory and/or personal property left on the premises beyond 60 days from the expiration shall become the property of the Department.

RENEWAL, RENEGOTIATION, OR CANCELLATION:

Prior to (date), the Licensee shall notify the Division in writing of its intention to continue operating the light fare & grocery/convenience store services, and the Division shall notify the Licensee by (date), if they intend to discontinue or openly bid the light fare & grocery/convenience store service at Indian River Marina, Delaware Seashore State Park.  Any agreement to renew or renegotiate between the parties shall be mutually agreed upon.  The Division may cancel, bid or negotiate with others at the termination thereof unless a new agreement is entered into with the Licensee.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT:

This instrument contains the entire agreement of the parties hereto, or representations, claims, modifications or additions made prior to subsequent to the date of this license shall be valid and binding unless made in writing and signed by the parties hereto.
