The DE Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control’s (DNREC) Climate Program announces the availability of funds through the Delaware Greenhouse Gas (GHG) Reduction Projects Grant Program.  This announcement describes this new competitive funding opportunity as well as eligibility requirements, grant application procedures and project review criteria. PROGRAM ENABLING STATUTE AND PURPOSE:

The Delaware Greenhouse Gas Reduction Grant Program (Grant Program) was created by the Act to Amend Title 7 of the Delaware Code Relating to a Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative and CO2 Emission Trading Program (Act) (76 Del. Laws, c.262) which established the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Projects Fund from which this Grant Program is funded.  


The guidance implementing this Grant Program is at 76 Del. Laws, c. 262, §6046 (4). 
The Act allocates ten percent (10%) of the proceeds derived from the auction of carbon allowances under the Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative (RGGI) to projects and other actions that result in a measurable reduction of greenhouse gases.  For purposes of this grant program, greenhouse gases are defined as carbon dioxide, methane, nitrous oxide, ozone, chlorofluorocarbons, hydrofluorocarbons and sulfur hexaflouride.   Projects must result in quantifiable and verifiable reductions in greenhouse gas emissions in Delaware not otherwise required by federal or state law and not receiving funding from any other state sources.  This 10% is the Delaware Greenhouse Gas Reduction Projects Grant Program.

GRANT PROGRAM SCHEDULE

This is the first announcement of the Delaware Greenhouse Gas Reduction (GHG) Projects Grant Program.    Future Program announcements will be dependent on funding availability and may be on an annual basis.  
AMOUNT OF FUNDS TO BE ALLOCATED IN THIS CALL FOR APPLICATIONS:

Auctions of RGGI allowances are held quarterly.  The 2008, 2009 and March 2010 auctions generated combined proceeds in the amount of approximately $14 million.  Of this total amount, approximately $1.4 million is initially available for grant funding through the Delaware GHG Reduction Projects Grant Program.  70% of the grant funding will be allocated for eligible projects that fall within the Direct Reductions Categories, with the additional 30% allocated for projects that fall within the Indirect Reductions Categories.  DNREC reserves the authority to alter these allocations as needed to respond to program demands. 
APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY:

Delaware-based businesses, state/municipal agencies, non-governmental organizations (NGOs) such as business sector associations, homeowner associations, academia and/or non-profit assistance providers are eligible to apply for funding under this Grant Program. 
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR PROPOSED PROJECTS:

In accordance with 76 Del. Laws, c. 262, §6046 (4), projects eligible for funding are those that “result in quantifiable and verifiable reductions in greenhouse gas emissions in Delaware not otherwise required by federal or state law and not receiving funding from any other state sources.”  
MATCHING REQUIREMENTS:

There is no match or cost share requirement for the Delaware GHG Reduction Projects Grant Program funding.  However, applications may score additional points for leveraging financial, technical and employee/volunteer resources pledged as activity support. 
PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS:

The attached Eligible Project Table (Appendix A) (http://www.dnrec.delaware.gov/ADMIN/Pages/RFPsAndRFQs.aspx ) provides examples of types of projects which are eligible this funding period with brief descriptions and the associated funding limits within the following project categories:

The specific projects identified under these categories are examples and applicants may propose other projects not listed on the Eligible Project Table.  These categories represent types of projects for which other funding sources are of limited availability in Delaware.  
Preference will be given to projects for which there are measurable greenhouse gas reductions, alternative funding sources are unavailable and for which partnerships are joined to file a cooperative application.
Supplemental Project Funding

If the applicant has received, or is seeking, supplemental funding for the proposed project from other sources, the amounts received or requested must be identified, and whether they are confirmed, and the source of funding.  
On-going Projects
For projects that have commenced prior to this announcement, applications may only request funding for proposed project expenses incurred (or committed to be incurred) after the date of this Grant Program Announcement.   Projects must meet all other program eligibility criteria and will be subject to this Grant Program’s funding conditions and limitations.
Grant Funding Limit
An eligible entity may submit multiple proposals; however, the maximum amount of funds awarded to any eligible entity shall not exceed five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000).  
The minimum amount that an applicant can apply for within the Indirect Reductions Categories is one thousand dollars ($1,000).  The minimum amount that an applicant can apply for within the Direct Reductions Categories is ten thousand dollars ($10, 000).  DNREC anticipates issuing between 10-20 grants under this program. 
Allowable Costs
Not more than 10% of the grant money within the Indirect Reductions Categories and not more than 5% within the Direct Reductions Categories may be used for administrative costs to implement the scope of work. Eligible grant expenses are limited to actual and necessary costs incurred in the performance of an approved scope of work, including: 
1. direct labor and fringe benefit costs;

2. equipment, materials, printing and supplies, 
3. costs incurred for the design, acquisition, installation and commissioning of equipment; and

4. professional subcontracting services. 
Ineligible costs include costs for acquisition of real estate property and volunteer hours. 
Applicants may contract with private, public and non-profit organizations to obtain relevant professional planning and other technical expertise and assistance.
Project Duration

It is anticipated that most projects will be completed within one year, though some may extend up to two years in length.  For funded projects, the actual project period will be defined as a part of the final scope of work and grant contract.
Disclosure of Information
All grant applications and other submittals become part of the public record and, as such, the Department will make them available to persons who request their release to the extent required by Delaware law.
Cancellation

The Department reserves the right to cancel this RFP, accept or reject any and all proposals in whole or in part, received in response to this RFP, to waive or permit cure of minor irregularities, and to conduct discussion with all qualified or potentially qualified offering parties in any manner necessary to serve the best interests of the State.  The Department also reserves the right, in its sole discretion to award grants based upon the written proposals received without prior discussions or negotiations.
APPLICATION PROCEDURE AND DEADLINE
All requests for grant funding must submit a Complete Application.  The Complete Application includes essential information that the Department needs to evaluate the project, such as a detailed project description, anticipated project benefits, project team qualifications and project budget. The application must also include additional information such as to what extent the project will create jobs, and whether the project can be replicated by other entities.

C. The amount of funding requested broken out by general budget categories (personnel cost, fringe benefits, travel, project equipment, supplies, contractual, total direct & indirect cost, and any leveraged funds), if possible;

D. Project Measurability – In accordance with 76 Del. Laws, c. 262, §6046 (4), projects eligible for funding are those that:
“result in quantifiable and verifiable reductions in greenhouse gas emissions in Delaware not otherwise required by federal or state law”

Applicants should quantify, to the extent possible, the reduced or avoided greenhouse gas emissions attributable to the project over the duration of its implementation.  

The method to ensure that reductions or other benefits are measurable may be based on existing or otherwise readily available information, such as records of fuel or electricity use, and to the extent feasible as determined by the funding agency, shall: 

a. Be sufficient to allow the funding agency to assess baseline quantities, quantitative reduction goals, and quantities of reductions resulting from, or expected to result from, the project; and

b. Include an estimate of the uncertainty associated with measured or estimated baseline quantities, quantitative reduction goals, and quantities of reductions.
E. Permits and Approvals -- An identification of all permits and approvals required for completion of the project, and anticipated dates that the permits and approvals will be obtained;

F. Job Creation -- Description of and an estimate of the number of jobs that the project will create; 

G. Project Replicability -- Whether the project can be replicated by another entity;
H. Project Educational Value -- A description of any educational value the project may offer; and

I. Other Information -- Any other information as the entity would like the Department to consider in reviewing its application.

APPLICATION EVALUATION CRITERIA AND SCORING PROCESS

Each grant application shall be subject to three (3) review steps:  

1. A preliminary administrative completeness review of the grant application to confirm inclusion of all required information.  Grant applications determined to be administratively incomplete may be rejected, no further review will be conducted, and the submitting entity will be notified of the rejection.

2.  A program and technical evaluation to apply the criteria established by the Grant Program Advisory Body, as well as other selection criteria deemed essential to judging a project’s success.  Submitted proposals will be placed within either the Direct or Indirect Reductions categories and then scored among the proposals within that category.  Direct and indirect reductions categories will not be scored against each other.  

Priority Scoring System:

(1“Co-benefits” are benefits that result or are expected to result from a project or program other than a net reduction in greenhouse gas emissions, net reduction in energy use, or net sequestration of carbon.  Co-benefits include, but are not limited to, the creation of job opportunities, reduction of air pollutants other than greenhouse gases, reduction of the costs of electricity or natural gas to consumers, improvements in local electric system reliability, and the contribution to regional initiatives to reduce greenhouse gas emissions.)

3.   A budget evaluation to enable the Department to determine whether the proposed project costs are eligible, reasonable, applicable, and allowable.

NOTIFICATIONS AND CONDITIONS
GRANT AWARD NOTIFICATIONS
To the extent possible, applicants will be notified regarding award decisions within sixty (60) days of the project application due date.

GRANT AWARD CONDITIONS

1.  All grant awards will be made via a DNREC Grant Contract and associated grant conditions (Appendix B).  
2.  All grant award recipients will be required to submit periodic project progress reports, a project final report and expenditure reports.  The content and schedule for these will be defined in the final grant contract.  Generally, progress reports must describe the project implementation success and actual or expected greenhouse gas reductions resulting from project completion, and include financial reports describing and justifying project expenditures relative to the approved project budget.

3.  Grant contracts must be signed by the appropriate entity contact and returned within 30 calendar days.  The Department may, at its discretion, extend the time for execution for an additional 30 days.

4.  Generally, grant awards will be structured such that payments will be deliverable- based, that is, payments are contingent on submission of the required progress and final reports. 
5.  Any funds disbursed to grant award recipients but not utilized for the purchases or services authorized in the Grant Award Contract and not expended by the end date of the Grant Award Contract are to be returned to DNREC by check made out to the State of Delaware.

APPENDIX A

DELAWARE GREENHOUSE GAS REDUCTION GRANT PROGRAM 

ELIGIBLE PROJECT TABLE 
	Purpose of Eligible Project Table 
This table identifies categories of projects eligible under the Delaware Greenhouse Gas Reduction Grant Program, as well as specific examples of each project category. These are projects that have been selected for their greenhouse gas‐reducing potential based on the experience of communities across the United States and elsewhere, and/or their likelihood to reduce energy consumption. Applicants are free to propose other projects not presently listed within these categories if they believe they can meaningfully reduce greenhouse gas emissions. All projects will be evaluated against the criteria in the grant program guidance (http://www.dnrec.delaware.gov/ADMIN/Pages/RFPsAndRFQs.aspx ). 


	 GREENHOUSE GAS ACTION PLANNING AND IMPLEMENTATION 

	Expected Project Cost = $10,000 ‐ $50,000 

	The following projects are those that provide organizations and communities with the emissions baseline and strategic direction upon which to base emission reduction actions selection and implementation, and measure resulting progress. They are very useful in ensuring that subsequent funding is directed to justified projects. 
REQUIREMENT: All proposals in this category must be accompanied by an Affidavit stating that the applicant, if awarded funding, commits to implementing at least 50% of the measurable actions identified by the planning activity. 

	Calculate Carbon Footprint from Operations (aka GHG Inventory) 

A Carbon Footprint (also known as a GHG Inventory) measures the amount of greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions produced by local government operations in a given year. Creating a footprint is the first step to reducing municipal GHG emissions. The footprint will detail the sources of emissions so that actions can be focused on the largest emitters. The footprint will also enable a municipality to track its progress and determine if new policies are having an impact. 

	Calculate Community‐wide Carbon Footprint (aka Community GHG Inventory) 

A Community Carbon Footprint is a measurement of the amount of greenhouse gas emissions produced by a community’s residents, schools, businesses, and industries in a given year. It shows a community’s impact on global warming and climate change. The footprint can be reported publicly to build awareness and support for actions that can bring down carbon emissions. It also can be used to track the progress of a municipality as they implement actions to combat global warming and climate change. 

	Develop and Implement Organization or Community Climate Action Plan (aka GHG Reduction Plan) 

A Climate Action Plan (CAP) is a set of strategies and actions designed to lower the greenhouse gas emissions of an organization or community. The entity must be able implement at least 50% of the plan within a two year period to qualify for funding. 

	


	LAND USE PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 

	Expected Project Cost = $25,000 ‐ $200,000 

	Transportation accounts for 24% of DE’s GHG emissions. Land use planning and transportation planning can reduce energy use and greenhouse gas emissions by 1) reducing Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT), by giving residents and employees access to other convenient, low‐carbon modes of transportation such as walking, biking and using transit and by reducing the average length of trips; and 2) by encouraging higher density construction, which uses less energy for heating and cooling. 

	

	Develop and Implement Climate‐friendly Subdivision and Site Plan Review Standards 
These standards should encourage the reduction of energy demand and greenhouse gas emissions through energy‐efficient land use patterns, VMT reduction and green design. 



	Develop and Implement Climate‐friendly Design Guidelines and Zoning Standards 
These guidelines and standards should encourage the reduction of energy demand and greenhouse gas emissions through energy‐efficient land use patterns, VMT reduction and sustainable development. 
Preparation of zoning ordinances allowing for compact, walkable mixed‐use development and/or transit oriented development in appropriate locations that target a reduction in the number of vehicle miles traveled. 

Preparation of illustrated design guidelines and/or form‐based codes that will ensure compact mixed‐use development/transit‐oriented development areas and enhance community character and promote pedestrian activity. 

Preparation of zoning standards for center‐based land development activities within Designated Centers or municipalities conferred with Plan Endorsement by the State Planning Commission. 



	Promote Non‐Vehicular Mobility 

Development of Complete Streets Policy and/or Program ‐‐ Primary consideration should be given to establishing performance standards with measurable outcomes, and enabling safe access for all roadway users through appropriate policies and practices that encourage redesign, safety and appropriateness to local context and needs. 
Create a greenway trail plan that create recreational opportunities and provide transportation options, connecting both the built and natural environment. 

Prepare a bike and pedestrian master plan that expands opportunities for reducing automobile dependency and sets design parameters for new development/re‐development.



	


	TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM EFFICIENCY 

	Expected Project Cost = $10,000 ‐ $100,000 

	Develop and Implement “Green Fleet” Policy 
The equipment and vehicles that make up an organizational fleet contributes greenhouse gases as well as other pollutants to the environment. These pollutants degrade air, water quality, and public health. A “green fleet" minimizes these negative impacts as well as operating costs by improving energy efficiency and reducing emissions through the use of alternative vehicles and fuels. Green fleets are developed by purchasing more fuel‐efficient vehicles (cars, buses, and service vehicles), retrofitting existing vehicles with emissions control devices, converting to cleaner fuels, and evaluating local practices to devise new ways to do business that reduce overall motor vehicle use. 

	Alternative Fuel Vehicles
Convert vehicles to alternative, lower‐carbon fuel (biodiesel/blends; compressed natural gas [CNG]) 

 Provide funding to cover the cost premium associated with alternative, lower carbon fuel vehicles (hybrid; plug‐in hybrid; electric; biodiesel; CNG) 

Provide funding to cover the cost premium associated with alternative, lower carbon fuels (biodiesel; CNG) 

	Conduct Anti‐Idling Education & Enforcement Program 

A car is idling when the engine is turned on but the vehicle is not in motion. This is not only unnecessary, but also harmful to the environment and our health. Delaware has had an Anti‐Idling regulation for trucks and buses having a gross vehicle weight of over 8,500 pounds since 2005. It states the vehicle cannot have its engine running if stopped for more than three consecutive minutes. An organizational or community‐based campaign to reduce idling can be effective. 


	GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE, SEQUESTRATION and RESOURCE CONSERVATION 

	Expected Project Cost = $10,000 ‐ $100,000 

	

	Building Commissioning or Retro‐commissioning 
Commissioning is the process of ensuring that new building systems are designed, installed, functionally tested and capable of being operated and maintained to conform to the design intent. Commissioning for existing buildings (sometimes referred to as retro‐commissioning) is a systematic process for investigating, analyzing, and optimizing the performance of building systems by improving their operation and maintenance to ensure their continued performance over time, i.e., building systems tune‐ups. This process helps make the building systems perform interactively to meet the owner’s current facility requirements. According to Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory commissioning can save as much as 40% of the buildings utility bills for HVAC. (US Green Building Council) 

Conduct building commissioning and/or retro‐commissioning evaluations and implement recommendations. 



	Waste  Management 
Conduct study to evaluate feasibility and economics of landfill gas flaring or landfill gas‐to‐energy technology projects. Proposed landfills that pass an initial DNREC screening test would be eligible for funding to offset the cost of landfill gas control equipment including, but not limited to, solar powered flares for landfill gas destruction. 
 Conduct pilot projects related to converting organic waste (e.g., from farms, grocery stores, food industry, etc.) to energy or other usable end product. A facility’s size, road and rail access and proximity to farms/food industry and research centers would help to determine what kind of organic waste to energy projects would be possible to help reduce energy consumption and waste generation. An example of an existing project is "Biotown" in Reynolds, Indiana (http://www.in.gov/oed/2348.htm). 



	Clean Fuels 

Support for the planning and installation of solar photovoltaic (PV) electric generating projects on publicly‐owned closed or non‐operating landfills. 

Support for projects that would allow for the use of clean fuels (i.e., low carbon fuels, electricity, or natural gas instead of diesel) to retrofit older publicly‐owned/operated low income housing (e.g., apartment complexes or town buildings) for heating/air conditioning. 

Support for renewable energy and energy efficiency projects not presently eligible for DE Green Energy Program funding. 



	Identify Opportunities and Implement Green Design and Infrastructure 

Design and/or install “green” (rooftop plantings) and/or “cool” (reflective coating) roof 

Natural Landscaping – Develop and implement policies and programs that improve energy efficiency through landscaping best practices. 



	Tree, Woodlands and Natural Space Management 

Initiate or expand tree management programs by: planning and assessing the existing community tree resources; assessing the health of the trees; developing programs to protect, manage, and expand the tree canopy (e.g., promote adoption of local ordinances with tree canopy requirements for new development; deer fencing, etc.) and document the benefits trees provide for mitigating climate change. 

Support towns and local municipalities with efforts to implement a Green City or vacant land stabilization program 

Support local governments in developing an inventory of conservation easements, deed restrictions and other limitations imposed on land, which limit the use or development on properties while preserving in perpetuity the ecological or open space value of such properties.

	Water Conservation 

Develop and implement programs that reduce use of potable water (public or private) and the energy associated with pumping that water 




	STRENGTHENING LOCAL ECONOMIES 

	Expected Project Cost = $1,000 ‐ $50,000 

	Promote Local Food Production and Gardens 
Industrial or mass‐produced food relies heavily on fossil fuel inputs to plant, harvest, process, package, and transport food as well as to manufacture and apply fertilizer, pesticides, and herbicides. Locally‐grown foods reduce the carbon footprint by reducing energy consumption associated with its transport. If the locally‐produced food is also grown sustainably without inputs such as synthetic fertilizers and pesticides, greater energy savings and thus lower GHG emissions can result. 

Establish a Farmers Market 

Plan for Local Food Production & Gardens – e.g., design and feasibility studies to evaluate food production in greenhouses that use waste heat or renewable energy and/or are constructed on previously disturbed sites (i.e., urban greenhouses powered or heated by waste heat/renewable energy technologies). 

Local Food Production and Gardens 



	Promote Buy Local Program 
Communities working in partnership with business leaders can develop “Buy Local” campaigns that focus on supporting and strengthening local businesses. Buy Local campaigns work to re‐circulate the purchasing dollars within the community by building consumer loyalty. This supports local merchants and builds community. It also saves the environment and prevents global warming by reducing travel distances for shoppers and products thus reducing gasoline consumed. Local shopping also offers the possibility of walking to stores, which has the added benefit of creating healthy active lifestyles. 


	OUTREACH AND EDUCATION CAMPAIGNS 

	Expected Project Cost = $1,000 ‐ $50,000 

	Implement Green Challenges & Community Programs 
A Green Challenge program engages the community by challenging individuals, families, and businesses to change their behavior in support of the community’s goals for sustainability. The Green Challenge program asks people to pledge to take the challenge and to make a specific “green change” in their lives or in the way they do business. The program instructs and educates individuals on how to participate, and provides incentives for success. These can be very effective in improving individual use of energy. 

Community sponsored events and activities – for examples film festivals, lecture series, green fairs, workshops, trainings, tours, media campaigns 



	School‐based Projects 
Three project options: 

1) Request funds for a school or community‐based project that reduces GHG emissions (and are consistent with this project eligibility list), and/or 

2) Include students (class or group) to help implement this project (not grant‐eligible); and/or 

3) Request funds to develop school learning components that tie the project (#1) into school curriculum or school programs (grant‐eligible).

APPENDIX B
Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control

CONTRACT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
State Funds
THIS CONTRACT is made by [CORPORATE OR OTHER LEGAL NAME(S)] “CONTRACTOR” and the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (“DEPARTMENT”), as follows:  

1. Service Contract.  

DEPARTMENT agrees to pay CONTRACTOR and CONTRACTOR agrees to perform certain technical or professional services.

2. Scope of Services.

3. Data Furnished to CONTRACTOR.  

DEPARTMENT shall furnish all information, data, reports, records, and maps as existing, available, easily retrievable and necessary for the execution of the work to CONTRACTOR, without charge by DEPARTMENT, and DEPARTMENT shall reasonably cooperate with CONTRACTOR in carrying out the work.

4. Personnel.  

A. CONTRACTOR represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all personnel required in performing the services under this Contract.  

B. CONTRACTOR, or persons under CONTRACTOR’S supervision, shall perform all of the services required by this Contract, and all personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized to perform such services.  

C. CONTRACTOR shall not subcontract any of the work or services covered by this Contract without the prior written approval of DEPARTMENT.

5. Time of Performance.  

The services of CONTRACTOR are to commence as soon as practicable after the execution of this Contract and shall be undertaken in such sequence as to assure their expeditious completion in the light of the purposes of this Contract, but in any event all of the services required by this CONTRACT shall be completed no later than [DATE].  Time is of the essence in this Contract.

6. Total Cost and Compensation.  

A. It is agreed that the total cost for the services provided under this Contract shall not exceed [Amount due under Contract.].  
B. CONTRACTOR is responsible for costs incurred in excess of the total cost of this Contract and DEPARTMENT is not liable for such costs.  
C. Condition Precedent:  The rights and obligations of each party to this Contract are not effective and no party is bound by the terms of this Contract unless and until a valid executed purchase order is approved by the Secretary of Finance and received by CONTRACTOR.  The rights and obligations of DEPARTMENT under this Contract are limited to the amount of any approved purchase order.  

7. Obligations and Payment.  

A. The obligations of the DEPARTMENT under this Contract shall be subject to the receipt of sufficient funds appropriated by the General Assembly and the obligations of the DEPARTMENT are limited to the amount of such appropriation.  

B. Payments shall be made upon satisfactory completion, in DEPARTMENT’s sole discretion, of [DESCRIBE IN DETAIL] and upon submission of an invoice by CONTRACTOR.  Invoices shall be paid within 30 days after receipt by DEPARTMENT, if services are performed satisfactorily, in DEPARTMENT’S sole discretion.  
C. The obligations of each party to this Contract are not effective and no party is bound by the terms of this Contract unless and until a valid executed purchase order has been approved by the Secretary of finance, and all the procedures of the Department of Finance have been complied with. 

D. CONTRACTOR will maintain accurate financial records and make them available to Federal and State auditors, as needed, up to 3 years following Contract termination.


8. Contractor and Subcontractor Agreements

CONTRACTOR shall indemnify, save and hold harmless and defend the DEPARTMENT, its directors employees, representatives or agents against any demand, claim, suit, loss, costs, or damages sustained in connection with performance of services provided under this agreement.

CONTRACTOR shall require each and every contractor or subcontractor for the project to indemnify, save and hold harmless, and defend the DEPARTMENT, its directors, employees, representatives, or agents against any demand, claim, suit, loss, costs, or damages sustained in connection with performance of services provided under this agreement.
CONTRACTOR agrees that submission of any invoiced amount that is not consistent with the purposes and restrictions stated in this Agreement, in the sole judgment of the DEPARTMENT, may be disallowed.  Should any expenditure be disallowed or should the CONTRACTOR violate any of the terms of this Agreement, the DEPARTMENT may require repayment to the State Treasury in the current or succeeding fiscal year, any part of the contract amount that was not used for the purposes stated in this Agreement within one (1) year after the date of this Agreement.
CONTRACTOR shall provide, at a minimum, quarterly progress reports with information on expenditures, activities and progress on professional services.  CONTRACTOR shall provide a final project report in a form acceptable to the DEPARTMENT.

CONTRACTOR may not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, or any other characteristic forbidden as a basis for discrimination by applicable laws, and certifies that its Constitution or by-laws contains a non-discrimination clause consistent with Delaware State law.
9. Termination of Contract for Cause.  

If, for any reasons, or through any cause, CONTRACTOR shall fail to fulfill in timely or proper manner its obligations under this Contract, or if CONTRACTOR shall violate any of the covenants, agreements, or stipulations of this Contract, DEPARTMENT shall then have the right to terminate this Contract by giving written notice to CONTRACTOR of such termination and specifying the effective date, at least 5 days before the effective date of such termination.  In that event, all finished or unfinished documents, data, studies, surveys, drawings, maps, models, photographs, and reports or other material prepared by CONTRACTOR under this Contract shall, at the option of DEPARTMENT, become its property, and CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to receive reasonable compensation as determined by DEPARTMENT in its sole discretion for any satisfactory work completed on such documents and other materials which is usable to DEPARTMENT.  Whether such work is satisfactory and usable is determined by DEPARTMENT in its sole discretion.  

10. Termination for Convenience of DEPARTMENT.  

DEPARTMENT may terminate this Contract in its sole discretion at any time for any reason by giving written notice of such termination and specifying the effective date, at least 15 days before the effective date of such termination.  In that event, all finished or unfinished documents, data, studies, surveys, drawings, models, photographs, reports, supplies, and other materials shall, at the option of DEPARTMENT, become its property and CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to receive reasonable compensation as determined by DEPARTMENT in its sole discretion for any satisfactory work completed on such documents and other materials which is usable to DEPARTMENT.  Whether such work is satisfactory and usable is determined by DEPARTMENT in its sole discretion.  Such reasonable compensation shall be CONTRACTOR’S sole compensation.  Exercise of this right by DEPARTMENT shall not be deemed a breach of this Contract, and no damages shall be awarded to CONTRACTOR for exercise of this paragraph.  If this Contract is terminated due to the fault of CONTRACTOR, Paragraph 9 hereof relative to termination shall apply.

11. Changes; Fragmentation Prohibition.  

DEPARTMENT may, from time to time, require changes in the Scope of Services of the CONTRACTOR to be performed under this Contract in DEPARTMENT’S sole discretion, provided, however, if such changes include any decrease in the amount of CONTRACTOR’S compensation, then such changes must be mutually agreed upon by DEPARTMENT and CONTRACTOR, and shall be incorporated in written amendments to this Contract.  The parties represent and agree that this Contract is not a fragmentation of a project, and that this Contract is not part of or a continuation of an ongoing project.  The parties understand that any intentional fragmentation of a project, in order to make a professional services contract subjects a violator to a fine of not less than one thousand ($1,000) dollars nor more than two thousand ($2,000) dollars, and to imprisonment for not more than one year, pursuant to 29 Del. C. §6903.
12. Interest of CONTRACTOR.  

CONTRACTOR covenants that it presently has no interest and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of services required to be performed under this Contract.  CONTRACTOR further covenants that in the performance of this Contract, no person having any such interest shall be employed.

13. Publication, Reproduction and Use of Material.  

No material produced in whole or in part under this Contract shall be subject to copyright in the United States or in any other country.  DEPARTMENT shall have unrestricted authority to publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, any reports, data, or other materials prepared under this Contract.  CONTRACTOR shall have the right to publish any and all scientific findings.  Appropriate acknowledgment and credit for DEPARTMENT’S support will be given in the publication.

14. Assignment of Antitrust Claims.  

As consideration for the award and execution by DEPARTMENT of this Contract, CONTRACTOR hereby grants, conveys, sells, assigns, and transfers to the State of Delaware all of its right, title and interest in and to all known or unknown causes of action it presently has or may now or hereafter acquire under the antitrust laws of the United States and the State of Delaware, relating to the particular goods or services purchased or acquired by DEPARTMENT or CONTRACTOR pursuant to this Contract.

15. DEPARTMENT’S Responsibilities.  DEPARTMENT shall:

A. Examine and review in detail all letters, reports, drawings and other documents presented by CONTRACTOR to DEPARTMENT and render to CONTRACTOR in writing findings and decisions pertaining thereto within a reasonable time so as not to delay the services of CONTRACTOR.  

B. Give prompt written notice to CONTRACTOR whenever DEPARTMENT observes or otherwise becomes aware of any development that affects the scope or timing of CONTRACTOR’S services.

16. The Parties Agree:

A. The laws of the State of Delaware shall apply to the construction and operation of this Contract.  

B. This contract is the entire agreement between the CONTRACTOR and the DEPARTMENT and supersedes any prior agreement, whether oral or written, between the CONTRACTOR or any predecessor of the CONTRACTOR and the DEPARTMENT.  It may be altered only by a written agreement signed by the CONTRACTOR and the DEPARTMENT.  The CONTRACTOR’s rights and obligations under this agreement will be binding on the CONTRACTOR’s successors and assigns.   

C. The CONTRACTOR shall not assign any interest in this Contract, and shall not transfer any interest in it, without the prior written consent of the DEPARTMENT.
D. The Contractor shall comply with 30 DE Code Chapter 23 regarding business licenses throughout the term of this agreement.

E. If any provision of this Agreement is deemed unlawful or unenforceable, all remaining provisions of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.
