Principles and goals for Energy Plan update

Andrea Kreiner provided a broad overview of the goals of the present energy plan update initiative. The Governor’s Energy Advisory Council is seeking broader policy direction and strategies as opposed to programmatic focus of recommendations as in the 2003 report.  The timing of the process is to have basic recommendations formulated in November and gather additional input from the Governor-elect’s transition team, finalizing the report to the Governor in February/March 2009.

1. Reduce vehicle miles traveled.

a. Public transit

b. Alternative transportation modes – eg walking or bicycling
c. Land use planning and decision making      
2. Reduce energy use per mile driven 
a. Hybrids or other alternative fuel vehicles
b. Signalization
