Department holds a Public Hearing if a Meritorious Request is received

Applicant submits responses to any comments made during the review period or the Public Hearing within fifteen days of the close of the Advertising Period or the Public Hearing, whichever is longer





Department develops Proposed Permit after considering any/all comments

Department sends Proposed Permit to EPA for a 45 day review period


(I.J.1.g)





Department issues Final Permit, provided EPA does not object to Permit


(I.J.1.h)





If EPA objects  to Proposed Permit, Applicant and Department will be notified





Department has 90 days to revise and submit another Proposed Permit in response to the Objection





If Department does not develop new Proposed Permit within 90 days, EPA will issue or deny the Application pursuant to 40 CFR 71





Public can petition EPA to object to Final Permit within 60 days of the expiration of the 45 day review period





If EPA objects in response to Public Petition, EPA will modify, terminate or revoke Final Permit pursuant to 40 CFR 70.7 (g)(4) or 5(i) and (ii)
