Provide the facility name.  For example: Widget Makers, Inc., Dover Assembly Plant.
2.
Provide the equipment ID number.  This should be a unique number that the facility will use to identify this emission unit.  This ID number should be retained for future reference.

3.
Provide the manufacturer of the cold solvent cleaner.

4.
Provide the model number of the cold solvent cleaner.

5.
Provide the serial number of the cold solvent cleaner.  If the cold solvent cleaner is new, enter “New equipment – serial number will be documented during the construction to operation inspection.”

6.
Indicate the cold solvent cleaner type.  Check all that apply.  For more information on cold solvent cleaner types, see 7 DE Admin. Code 1124 Section 33.  If you need additional help determining your cold solvent cleaner type, contact your cold solvent cleaner supplier.

6.1.
If your cold solvent cleaner is a spray sink, provide the pressure of circulating solvent in pounds per square inch, pounds per square inch gauge, atmospheres, inches of water, or millimeters of mercury.  If your cold solvent cleaner is not a spray sink, proceed to Question 7.

7.
Provide the cold solvent cleaner tank length in inches, feet, meters, or centimeters.

8.
Provide the cold solvent cleaner tank width in inches, feet, meters, or centimeters.

9.
Provide the cold solvent cleaner tank depth in inches, feet, meters, or centimeters.

10.
Provide the cold solvent cleaner freeboard height in inches, feet, meters, or centimeters.  For information on how to calculate freeboard height, see 7 DE Admin. Code 11 24 Section 33.

11.
Provide the freeboard ratio.  For information on how to calculate the freeboard ratio, see 7 DE Admin. Code 1124 Section 33.

12.
Indicate whether the cold solvent cleaner is equipped with a working mode cover.

13.
Indicate whether the cold solvent cleaner is equipped with a downtime mode cover.

14.
Indicate whether the cold solvent cleaner is equipped with a drainage rack.  If the cold solvent cleaner is not equipped with a drainage rack, proceed to Question 15.

14.1.
Indicate whether parts are dried before they are removed from the drainage rack.

14.2.
Indicate the drainage rack type.

15.
Indicate whether the cold solvent cleaner is equipped with drainage return.

16.
Indicate whether agitation is used.  If it is not, proceed to Question 17.

16.1.
Indicate the type of agitation that is used.

17.
Indicate whether the cold solvent cleaner is equipped with an internal solvent reclamation system.

18.
Provide information on the solvents used in the cold cleaning machine.  Provide the solvent name, the vapor pressure of the solvent at 68 °F in millimeters of mercury, inches of water, or psi, the molecular weight of the solvent, and indicate whether a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for the solvent is attached.

19.
Provide the total amount of solvent contained in the cold cleaning machine in gallons, liters, quarts or pounds.

20.
Provide the estimated annual solvent consumption in gallons, liters, quarts, or pounds.  If you do not know how to estimate annual solvent consumption, contact your cold solvent cleaner supplier.

21.
Provide the estimated annual solvent disposal in gallons, liters, quarts, or pounds.  If you do not know how to estimate annual solvent disposal, contact your cold solvent cleaner supplier.

22.
Indicate the method of solvent disposal.

23.
Provide whether your facility is including any additional information with this application.
