Based on review of your application for Brownfield Certification, please accept this letter as the Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control’s (DNREC’s) official determination that the site known as the NVF Yorklyn property, consisting of parcel numbers 08-004.00-148 and 07-009.00-002, located at 1166 Yorklyn Road, Delaware, qualifies as a Brownfield pursuant to the Regulations Governing Hazardous Substance Cleanup, Section 14.5, which includes requirements for information on current use and zoning and intended or proposed development plans (14.5(d)).

The Department has also determined that CCS Investors, LLC is an eligible party under the Brownfields grant program. I want to emphasize that, while certification as a brownfield may confer certain advantages to help with cleanup and redevelopment, it is not by itself a guarantee of entitlement to any funding from the State. Under this program, a site may be eligible for up to $225,000.00 (Two Hundred twenty-five thousand dollars) in grant money for approved investigative and remedial, and Department oversight costs pursuant to the Hazardous Substance Cleanup Act Policy on Brownfield Grants.  For CCS Investors, LLC to receive Brownfield Grant funding it must first enter into a Brownfields Development Agreement.  Additionally, Brownfield Grants are contingent on fiscal and administrative issues and procedures outlined in the attached policy, including:
1. Available funding;

2. Consideration of preferences enumerated in the HSCA Policy on Brownfields Grants, particularly,… “to brownfields redevelopment projects with public benefit, as affordable housing (e.g. for low and middle income buyers), LEED Certified Green Buildings and development consistent with smart growth principles including “Livable Delaware” goals; and

3. Upon review subsequent to a scoping meeting including input from appropriate departmental programs.
The Department recognizes the vital role of cleanup funding in environmental restoration and redevelopment. It is also important to understand that funding is scarce and must be allocated in line with broader Departmental and State priorities.
