Instruction for use of “Notification of Compliance Status” Form

General

This form may be used to comply with the initial compliance demonstration requirements and notification requirements found in 9.5 and 9.7 of Regulation 1138, respectively.  The use of this form is optional.  However, other means of notification must contain the information required under 9.7.1 or 9.7.2 of Regulation 1138, whichever is applicable.
Item 1

This item indicates when the “notification of compliance status” must be received by the Department. 
· The source is an “existing source,” if the owner or operator commenced construction or reconstruction before November 6, 2006.  
· The source is a “new source,” if the owner or operator commenced construction or reconstruction on or after November 6, 2006.
Items 2 

The owner or operator identifies the hospital’s name, its physical location and its mailing address, if different than the physical location of the hospital where the ethylene oxide sterilization units are located.

Items 3 

The owner or operator of the hospital identified in item 2 identifies the owner or operator’s name and mailing address.

Item 4

The owner or operator of the hospital identifies whether the hospital is subject to the provisions of Section 9.0 of Regulation 1138.  The applicability of Section 9.0 depends on whether the two provided statements are applicable to the hospital identified in Item 2.
· “Area source” means any stationary source or group of stationary sources located within a contiguous area and under common control that does not emit nor have the potential to emit considering controls, in the aggregate, 10 tons per year or more of any hazardous air pollutant (HAP) or 25 tons per year or more of any combination of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

· “Sterilization facility” means the group of ethylene oxide sterilization units at a hospital using ethylene oxide gas or an ethylene oxide/inert gas mixture for the purpose of sterilizing.

· “Sterilization unit” means any enclosed vessel that is filled with ethylene oxide gas or an ethylene oxide/inert gas mixture for the purpose of sterilizing. 

Item 5

Using hospital records, the owner or operator determines and provides the total number of pounds of ethylene oxide used by the hospital during the previous calendar year.
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Item 6

Using hospital records, the owner or operator describes each ethylene oxide sterilization unit at the hospital in terms of its capacity (cubic feet), usage during the previous calendar year (cycles per year), and type of air pollution control devices, if the emissions from the sterilization unit is controlled.  If there are more than five (5) ethylene oxide sterilization units, provide the required information on a blank sheet and attach to the form.
Item 7

A responsible official for the hospital certifies that the hospital is in compliance with either (1) the provisions of 5.4.1.1, if the sterilization units are not equipped with air pollution control devices or (2) the provisions of 5.4.1.2, if the sterilization units are equipped with air pollution control devices.  The responsible official signs and dates the certification, providing the other information required.
“Responsible official” means one of the following:

· For a corporation: A president, secretary, treasurer, or vice president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or any other person who performs similar policy or decision-making functions for the corporation, or a duly authorized representative of such person if the representative is responsible for the overall operation of one or more manufacturing, production, or operating facilities and either:

· The facilities employ more than 250 persons or have gross annual sales or expenditures exceeding $25 million (in second quarter 1980 dollars) or

· The delegation of authority to such representative is approved in advance by the Department.

· For a partnership or sole proprietorship: a general partner or the proprietor, respectively.

· For a municipality, State, Federal, or other public agency: either a principal executive officer or ranking elected official. For the purposes of this regulation, a principal executive officer of a Federal agency includes the chief executive officer having responsibility for the overall operations of a principal geographic unit of the agency (e.g., a Regional Administrator of the EPA).

· For affected sources (as defined in 3.2 of this regulation) applying for or subject to a Title V permit: “responsible official” shall have the same meaning as defined in 7 DE Admin Code 1130.

Item 8
The owner or operator must send the completed and certified notification of compliance status to the Department of Natural Resource Environmental Control with copies to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency at the addresses provided on the form.  The owner or operator should keep a copy of the completed and certified form in accordance with recordkeeping requirements in 9.8 of Regulation 1138.
