m Control the pollutants in the air:
aNOy, —— SMOG
a Particulate Matter —— Asthma
a0 SO, —— Acid Rain
o CO, ——Global Warming

m |T'S THE LAW!
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Fallure to obtain an Air Permit
can lead to :

m Fines for failure to obtain permit
m Fines for excess emissions
m Fines for failure to report

m Secretary’s Order to iImmediately
shutdown violating equipment

m Bad Publicity
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One property was recently fined

$23,425

for failing to properly permit a
boiler!

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Permit Threshold for
Natural Gas Bollers

m Rated heat input greater than 15 million BTU/hr
(about 450 horsepower)
Permit required

m Rated heat input less than 15 million BTU/hr

No permit required
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Permit Threshold
for Fuel Oil Bollers

m Rated heat input greater than 10 million BTU/hr
(about 450 horsepower)
Permit required

m Rated heat input less than 10 million BTU/hr
No permit required
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Facility-Wide Emissions Must Be
Considered

m Even If your boiler does not require a
permit, its Potential Emissions must be
considered in all Facility-Wide Emission
calculations.
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Background Information

m All permit/registration holders must provide
basic background information
Principal officers
Business location

History of previous environmental citations, fines,
violations, etc.

m Required for any environmental permit, not
just for air permits

m Commercial and small Industrial boilers will
probably be considered “Natural Minor” sources

Potential to emit less than 25 tons per year of NO, in
New Castle and Kent County

Potential to emit less than 100 tons per year of NOy In
Sussex County

m Specific boiler information required
Size
Rated capacity
Fuel used
Emission controls
Expected emissions

m Strongly suggest professional
assistance in completing the
application
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Boiler Permits

m Permits will require
recordkeeping
Fuel consumption
Hours of operation
Maintenance/Repairs

m Permits issued about 90 days

after complete application is
received
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Minor New Source Review

m New bollers that emit more than 5 tons per
year of select pollutants

m Need to conduct a close analysis of fuel
consumption and hours of operation

m Example: Natural Gas Boiler, running at
full capacity 24 hours per day:

Uncontrolled burner
m 1.14 CCF emits > 5 tons per year of NO,

m Example: No.2 Fuel Oll Boiler, running at
full capacity 24 hours per day:

57 gallons per hour emits > 5 tons per year of NO,

m Example: No.6 Fuel Oll Boiler, running at
full capacity 24 hours per day:

21 gallons per hour emits > 5 tons per year of NO,
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Minor New Source Review
m Consult a professional to determine If your

boiler will trigger Minor New Source
Review.

m Application: $165 per boiler up to 100 MMBtu/hr
m Advertising: $165
m Annual: $75 per boiler
