Single stream recycling means that newspapers, office paper, junk mail, cardboard, boxboard,

plastic bottles, jugs, and containers, glass bottles and jars,
aluminum and tin cans, are all mixed together in one container
making recycling easier than ever. Recyclables are picked up and
transported to a recycling center for separation and processing.

Currently, about containers of trash from this building
are being sent to the landfill each week and about

containers of recyclables are being sent to a recycling center.
Our building’s goal is to have more recycling than trash.

Do you already recycle in your unit, but are looking for ways to
improve your recycling rate? Here are some ideas for you:

1. Take another look at your trash - see what can be recycled in this new program or taken
back to the sources (i.e. home improvement stores have containers for batteries and

compact fluorescent bulbs).

2. Educate your neighbors - talk to them when you see them, especially when they are taking

out the trash.

3. Be asmart shopper - look for products with recyclable packaging or the least amount of

packaging.

4. Get kids involved - They may already be learning about recycling in school and are eager to

participate. Kids can be great motivators!
