Include the contaminant name, the maximum controlled emission rate at design capacity in pounds per day, the short term emission rate in grams per second, the threshold limit value (TLV) in milligrams per meter cubed for the contaminant, the source of the TLV value used, the maximum downwind concentration in milligrams per meter cubed over an 8-hour average, and the TLV:MDC ratio.  Note that the TLV used should be the most recent TLV as established by ACGIH or NIOSH, or a value pre-approved by the Department.
