The Delaware Sportsmen Against 

Hunger program was started in 1992, 

resulting in the donation of more than 

4,000 pounds of meat the first year.  

The idea was sponsored on a national 

basis by a Safari Club International 

project named “Sportsmen Against 

Hunger” and BUCKMASTERS’ 

“Project Venison”. 

A coalition of sporting groups and 

charities within Delaware have joined 

forces to feed hungry people.  From 

the beginning of the program in 1992 

to the close of the 2010—2011 hunting 

season, over 367,000 pounds of meat 

has been donated to feed hungry peo-

ple in Delaware! This is more than 

1,500,000 meals for people in need. 

Hunters that are not lucky enough to 

harvest a deer are encouraged to help  

by donating money to the project.  The 

money will be used to pay for direct 

program expenses.

  These contributions are distributed 

throughout the state to cooperating 

charitable groups.  Volunteers pick up 

frozen packages of venison-burger from 

participating butcher shops.  Only ap-

proved shops  process the meat for do-

nation so that quality can be main-

tained.   Donations of meat from hunt-

ers can not be accepted.  Butcher shops 

will wrap the meat in two-pound pack-

ages without any additives.

“administrative” expenses.

HISTORY 



1. When  you  have   

a deer butchered at a 

participating meat 

processor, ask to have 

a package (or more) of 

meat donated to the 

program. The meat 

will be ground and fro-

zen in two-pound 

packages of pure meat 

without additives. One 

pound represents four meals, or more for 

most families.  Volunteers will pick up the 

meat for distribution to the Shelters and 

Food Pantries. 

2.             If you are lucky enough to take an 

additional deer in Delaware, or if you have 

filled your freezer, you can donate the en-

tire carcass to the program for grinding 

into venison-burger.  The Delaware Divi-

sion of Fish and Wildlife has established a 

fund to pay for the processing fee at coop-

erating butcher shops.  If you desire, you 

may volunteer to pay the fee which is tax  

deductible as a charitable gift.  

HOW YOU CAN HELP 

3. Send a monetary donation to help 

with efforts to feed hungry people in     Del-

aware.  Checks should be made out to the 

Division of Fish and Wildlife, with a nota-

tion for The Delaware Sportsmen Against 

Hunger Program.  Mail donations to The 

Division of Fish and Wildlife, 89 Kings 

Highway, Dover, DE 19901.  The money 

will be used to for program expenses.  If 

you don’t buy a hunting license, consider 

donating an equivalent amount of money 

to the project.  If you wish to make a state-

ment about your character, as an ethical 

hunter, this program is an excellent way of 

demonstrating concern for your fellow Del-

awareans, as well as your interest in wild-

life. 

4. The hungry people of Delaware will 

welcome your involvement in The Dela-

ware Sportsmen Against Hunger program.  

Consider volunteering your time to help 

the program.  People are needed to pick up 

meat from cooper-

ating butchers, to       

promote the pro-

gram to local sport-

ing groups and to 

work with project                

co-sponsors to feed 

the needy.
