For example, if your facility is not required to obtain a General Stormwater Permit, mark N/A for Chapter 4 numbers 2 and 3. Likewise, if you do not have a septic system, check N/A for Chapter 7 number 6. There is space at the end of this form to clarify any of your answers or to tell us about other items you would like the reviewers to take into consideration.
