The Division of Parks & Recreation proposes to fill the trail system gap by constructing 2.8
miles in Possum Hill Area, White Clay Creek State Park. Other existing segments of the
Tri-Valley Trail are located in New Castle County and Newark parks.

Possum Hill Area’s landscape, natural and cultural resources have been evaluated. The
area’s constraints and opportunities have been extensively reviewed to determine trail
alignment options with the least impact yet offer the greatest recreational trail benefits.
